The top four varieties planted in 2008 were Shiraz (20%), Sauvignon Blanc (18%), Chardonnay (9%), and Pinot Gris (9%)
South Australia accounts for 44% of winegrape production followed by NSW (29.2%) and Victoria (21.5%)
